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3. To receive gifts of real or personal property, in trust or otherwise; and to take and receive by will, real
or personal property necessary for its business purposes and objects, subject to the laws regulating the transfer of
property by

will, and to take and receive by will or deed all other real or personal praperty, and to hold it until disposed of
according to law.

4. To adopt, use and alter a Hinchman Heritage Society seal. The seal is to be centered around the
original Henchman Coat-of-Arms granted in 1413 during the last year of the reign and life of King Henry IV of
England.

5. To adopt, amend or repeal by-laws in any manner as may be provided therein, provided, however, that
the initial by-laws of this Society may be adopted by the unanimous written consent of the directors named in this
Constitution or by the vote or written consent of fifty-one (51) percent of the voting members of the Society.

6. To sue and be sued in its own name.

B. The foregoing statement of purposes shall be construed as a statement of both purposes and powers, and the
purposes and powers in each paragraph shall, except where otherwise expressed, not be limited or restricted by
reference to or inference from the terms or provisions of any other paragraph, but shall be regarded as independent
purposes and powers.

C. Notwithstanding any of the foregoing provisions, this Society shall not, except to an insubstantial degree,
engage in any activities or exercise any power that are not in furtherance of the primary non-profit purposes of this
Society as is forth in Article II above.

1V, PRINCIPAL OFFICE
The principle office of the Society for the transaction of its business is located in West Virginia.

V. GOVERNING BODY
A. The powers of the Society shall be exercised, its property controlled, and its affairs conducted by a Board of
Directors, which shall consist of four (4) elected officers of the association and eleven (11) additional members for
a total of fifteen (15) directors.

BY-LAWS OF THE HINCHMAN HERITAGE SOCIETY

ARTICLE 1
Membership

Sec. 1. Eligibility: Any person interested in the family of Henchman, Hinchman, Hensman and allied families is
eligible for membership. Membership is also open to similar associations, family historians, researchers, teachers,
professional genealogists, librarians, archivists and anyone associated with the field of genealogy. Honorary
memberships, special awards and citations for distinguished service may be bestowed at the discretion of the Board
of Directors.

Sec 2. Dues:  Dues shall be payable as follows: (a) Annual Dues for Individual and Family Membership
(family being husband & wife, and minor children) shall be $20.00 annually. Fees for non-U.S. memberships
shall be the same except that an additional $5.00 wil be charged to cover the cost of international postage. All
dues are payable in U.S. dollars on or before July 1st of each year, and shall be for the year June 1to May 31. (b)
The amount of dues may be changed by the vote of a quorum of the Board of Directors after thirty (30) days written
notice to the members.

Sec. 3. Charter Members: ~ Charter members shall be those who joined the Society before June 30, 1995. Their
dues shall be the same as those for regular members.

Sec. 4. Voting Rights: ~ All members shall have equal voting rights, except that there shall be one (1) vote per
each family membership. A member's dues must be paid to be eligible to vote.

ARTICLE I
Meetings

Sec. 1. Time and place of regular meetings: There shall be an annual or biannual Hinchman Heritage Society
meeting as designated by the Society, preferably in areas or localities where there is a resident Hinchman
community or which has an historical association with the Hinchman or an allied family. The time and place of
such a meeting is by majority vote of the Board of Directors.
2. Special meetings:  Special meetings of the Hinchman Heritage Society may be called at the request of the
Secretary or at the written request of twenty (20) members of the Society.
Sec. 3. Notice: Notice of all meetings shall be issued in writing to all members of the Society a minimum of
thirty (30) days prior to the said meeting, and shall state the place, date and hour of the meeting. One (1) notice
only will be sent to the mailing address for each individual and family membership.
Sec.4.  Quorum: Eighteen (18) members of the Society shall constitute a quorum.

ARTICLE I

Board of Directors
Sec. 1. Administration and Term:  The administration of the affairs of the Society shall be vested in 3 Board of
Directors composed of the President, the Vice President, the Secretary, the Treasurer and eleven (11) Directors at
large, for a total of fifteen (15) Directors. Directors shall assume office at the close of the annual or biannual
business meeting at which their election is declared and shall serve for two (2) years (except for those initially
elected who may serve either one or three years) and thereafter until their successors shall have been duly elected.
For the sake of continuity, in no year except the initial year of this Society, will a totally new Board of Directors
assume office; thus, the officers (four members) and the directors at large (15 members) shall be elected on
alternate years. Before the adjournment of such a meeting, the outgoing officers and members of the Board shall
meet in session with the incoming officers and board members to turn over all busibess items of on-going
importance, bank records and documents, financial statements, and all other such information and data required
for the affairs of the Society.
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ballot as the last valid date for casting a vote. The nominating committee shall count the votes. A plurality of
all votes cast shall constitute an election.

Sec. 4. Election results: The chairman of the nominating committee shall announce the result of the election
at the annual or biannual business meeting of the Society.

ARTICLE vII
Resignations
Sec. 1. Written Resignations:  Resignations of director, officers and commitiee members shall be in writing,
and shall take effect upon receipt and approval of the Board of Directors.

Sec. 2. Involuntary Resignation:  The unexpected absence of a director from two consecutive meetings of the
Board of Directors shall be equivalent to a resignation.

ARTICLE VIII
Board of Directors and Committee Vacancies
In case a vacancy shall occur in the Board of Directors or in the nominating, a standing or specific committee,
the vacancy shall be filled by appointment of the Board of Directors, and the person chosen to fill such vacancy
shall hold office until the next meeting at which the election of directors is in the regular order of business.

ARTICLE IX
Procedure

Roberts Rules of Order, as last revised, shall govern the proceedings of all meetings of the Society and of the
Board of Directors.

ARTICLE X

Amendments
These by-laws may be amended by vote of the majority of the members present at an annual mecting, or at any
special meeting duly called for that purpose, provided that notices of such proposed amendments shall be mailed
at least thirty (30) days prior to the date for which the meeting is called.
